More than 160 young people have attended the clubs.

At the end of the clubs all participants receive
certificates.

Description: Hrant Dink Foundation, in partnership with
Gyumri Youth Initiative Centre, continues to increase
direct contacts and to promote cooperation between the
peoples of the two neighbouring countries through
Beyond Borders programme. This purpose is served with
the help of the Turkey-Armenia Travel Grant which
supported 106 individuals from both countries in 2018 to
visit the neighbouring country for a specific purpose by
covering the round-trip transportation costs. The Turkey-
Armenia Fellowship Scheme has supported 3 individuals
from both countries to implement a professional
fellowship in a host organization in Armenia or Turkey
with the duration of 4 to 8 months.

Youth Work: Empowering Young People in Gyumri”
project Gyumri “Youth Initiative Centre” NGO opened the
first open youth centre in Armenia - the “Youth House”,
with the support of the European Union and Gyumri
Municipality, in cooperation with the Caucasus Research
Resource Center-Armenia Foundation.

It has served as a platform for
thematic discussions, seminars, trainings and
collaboration among civil society organizations, schools,
childcare centres, social services, police, municipality
and other institutions, that support the provision of a wide
range of accessible and quality services for young
people.

Description:

Gyumri “Youth Initiatives Centre” NGO and UNICEF Armenia have joined their efforts to implement “UPSHIFT
Armenia” adolescent development and empowerment programme. Young people in the 12-18 age group
(youth and adolescents), from Shirak region and Spitak were the target of the project.

In the beginning of the project informational meetings were held in 18 institutions of Gyumri and Spitak for the
dissemination of information about the project and recruiting youth. 577 teenagers aged 12 to 18 took part in
informational meetings. For the personal development of young people, 8 topics were chosen to implement
workshops for youngsters, taking into account the results of previous surveys done among them. Then, a
competition for ideas of community projects was announced for young people aged 12-18 in Shirak and Lori
regions. Out of 43 community projects 10 were selected and those teams attended training sessions learning
how to turn the idea into a project that could be implemented. In the second round, the jury selected the top 5 out
of 10 projects that received 150,000 AMD to be implemented by “Smart map”, “Tree planting, birds houses and
feeders”, “Eco bags”, “GyumRiver” and “Community with our hands” teams. Each team had one mentor who

provided support to develop and implement the projects. The projects were implemented from May till the end of

July. The project was summed up with the closing event in September.

: In the framework of “Open Youth Work:
Empowering Young People in Gyumri” project 2 research
schools were organized and conducted in Gyumri each
with 5 working days. During the schools, the participants
were acquainted with the methods of qualitative and
quantitative research. The schools started with the
introduction to the general logic of social studies. Then,
the peculiarities of qualitative research were touched
upon. Among other qualitative methods, ways how to
gather and present “success stories” were also
presented. In addition, essential information was
presented on how to elaborate questionnaires and
conduct social surveys.

Special attention was paid to the creation of online
questionnaires. The main approach to the analysis of
qualitative and quantitative research data were equally
provided. The schools were concluded with the
introduction to open-source libraries in the modern world
followed by the discussions on how to use them.

28 people participated in two research schools.

At the end of the one-week program, the participants of
the “Research Schools” received certificates.
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Ministry of Sport and Youth Affairs of
